The project "PRO EU — Promoting European way of life, building
solidarity and intercultural dialog" was funded with the support of the
European Union under the Programme "Europe for Citizens"

Applicable to the Strand 2 — Measure 2.1 "Town-Twinning”

Participation: The project involved 350 citizens, notably 170 participants from the city of Ormoz (Slovenia),
100 participants from the city of lvanec (Croatia), 25 participants from the city of Bytom (Poland), 25 participants
from the city of Tasnad (Romania), 25 participants from the city of Irig (Serbia)

Location/ Dates: The event took place in Ormoz (Slovenia) from 17. 1. 2020 to 19. 1. 2020.

Short description:

On Friday, January 17, the project began with the opening ceremony at the Cultural Center in Ormoz. At the
opening ceremony, the participating partners presented themselves with short promotional videos, then the main
representatives of each organization introduced their partner organizations. The ceremony was primarily aimed at
getting to know each partner organizations and building solidarity. The cultural program featured students from the
Ormoz School of Music with traditional songs from all participating countries.

After the opening ceremony, representatives of the partner organizations attended a meeting with the Mayor of
Municipality of Ormoz, Danijel Vrbnjak, and discussed options for further cooperation.

Later, they joined other participants, who took part in workshops of traditional handcraft that took place in Ormoz
castle and museum. Five workshops were conducted at the same time; each workshop was taken over by one of
the partners. Adult Education Center Ormoz provided a crepe paper flowers workshop, partners from Poland
provided a mosaic flower workshop, partners from Croatia prepared a gingerbread workshop, partners from
Romania made bracelets in their traditional colors, partners from Serbia conducted a candle decorating workshop
and presented their tradition of knitting and crocheting. The participants attended the workshops in groups
consisting of all participating cities, the groups rotated during the whole time so that all participants attended every
workshops. Upon registration, they also received a bag in which they could store the souvenirs they made. At the
same time, a small exhibition of traditional products from every individual partner was held in the hall of the
Regional Museum Ptuj-Ormoz. The purpose of the workshop and the exhibition was to connect all participants, to
promote intercultural dialogue, to get to know and accept different cultures and traditions and to strengthen
solidarity.

On Saturday, 18 January, we continued with the presentation of the European Solidarity Unit program. The Adult
Education Center Ormoz has been implementing ESC (former EVS) project for three years in a row, hosting
volunteers from different European countries. The purpose of the presentation was to present the program to other
partners and highlight the importance and positive effects of volunteering. A panel discussion followed, where
volunteers got involved by presenting their own projects. Thus, the participating organizations were given the
opportunity to gain insight into the range of projects that the partners are implementing and to consider the
possibility of participating in new projects. The activities were aimed at promoting greater involvement of local and
European initiative participants and greater cooperation at EU level. After the morning activities, the participants
had the opportunity to take a guided tour through the town of Ormoz or the Regional Museum Ptuj-Ormoz. At the
request of the participants, we also organized a visit to the local elementary school and kindergarten.

To conclude the day, we conducted an intercultural quiz with questions related to stereotypes of partner countries.
Each partner prepared five questions that the quiz participants had to answer later. We formed mixed teams, each
with one representative from each organization. The quiz further contributed to increased participant engagement,
intercultural dialogue, overcoming stereotypes, and provided a more relaxed atmosphere.

On Sunday, January 19, we also conducted an evaluation of the project with the representatives of partner
organizations. We discussed the success of the project and examined further measures to promote solidarity,
volunteering and intercultural dialogue.

Preparatory workshops were held in partner countries before the activities in OrmoZz. Workshops were organized
for the preparation of workshops of traditional handcraft, opening presentations of individual organizations, key
starting points for the panel discussion, and to formulate quiz questions for the delegations involved.

Ucesnici: Projekat je obuhvatio 350 u€esnika, i to 170 u€esnika iz Ormoza ( Slovenija ), 100 u€esnika iz Ivaneca
(Hrvatska), 25 u€esnika iz Bytom (Poljska), 25 u€esnika iz Tasnad (Rumunija) n 30 u€esnika iz Iriga (Srbija ).

Lokacija / Datum: Glavne aktivnosti projekta su odrzane u Ormozu (Slovenija), od 17. 1. 2020 do 19. 1. 2020.

Kratak opis aktivnosti:

Petak, 17.1., Projekat je poCeo sve€anim otvaranjem u Domu kulture u Ormozu. Na otvaranju su partneri koji su
saradivali na projektu prikazali svoje promotivne spotove, a glavni predstavnici organizacija su nakon toga
predstavili partnerske organizacije. Ciq svecanosti je prvenstveno bila usmerena na medusobnom povezivanju
partnerskih organizacija i promociji solidarnosti. Kulturni program je obuhvatio i nastup u¢enika Muzicke Skole
Ormoz sa izvodenjem pesama iz zemalja svih u€esnika.

Nakon sveCanog otvaranja, predstavnici partnera saradnika bili su na sastanku sa gradonacelnikom Ormoz
Danijelom Vrbnjakom i razmotrili mogucénosti za dalju saradnju. Kasnije su se pridruzili ostalim u¢esnicima koji su
uCestvovlai u radionicama tradicionalnih vestina, koji su se odvijali u prostorijama dvorca i muzeja Ormoz. U isto
vreme organizovano je pet radionica, a svaku radionicu preuzeo je jedan od partnera na projektu. Narodni
Univerzitet Ormoz organizovao je radionicu izrade cveca od krep papira, partneri iz Poljske organizovali su
radionicu za izradu cveca kroz keramicki mozaik,partneri iz Hrvatske organizovali su radionicu izrade srca
medenjaka, partneri iz Rumunije su organizovali izradu narukvice u svojim tradicionalnim bojama i partneri iz Srbije
su organizovali radionice ukraSavanja sveca i predstavili kao i njihova tradicionalne vestine pletenja i heklanja.
Ucesnici radionice su podeljeni po grupama, koji su sastavljeni od u€esnika iz svih gradova u€esnica, grupe su
konstantno rotirane, tako da su svi u€esnici obisli sve radionice. Nakon registracije, svaki u€esnik je dobio
reklamnu torbicu koja je bila predvidena za ¢uvanje suvenira, koji su izradeni. U isto vreme u muzeju Ormoz
organizovana je mala izlozba tradicionalnih proizvoda domace radinosti iz svih zemalja u€esnica. Radionice i
izloZzba imala je za cilj povezivanje svih u€esnika, podsticanje interkulturalnog dijaloga, razumevanja i prihvatanja
razli€itih kultura i tradicija i jaCanja solidarnosti.

Subota 18. 1., nastavili smo sa predstavljanjem programa evropske solidarnosti Narodnog univerziteta Ormoz koji
je uSao u tre¢u godinu i pod kojim je svake godine kao domacin volonterima iz razli€itih evropskih zemalja. Cilj
prezentacije je bio da predstavi program drugim partnerima, pri naglaSavanju vaznosti i pozitivne efekte
volontiranja. Praceno je panel diskusijom, gde su se volonteri ukljucivali prilikom predstavljanja svog projekta.
Ovom prilikom su organizacije koje su uCestvovale dobile priliku da steknu uvid u prezentovanim projektima koji
su realizovali partneri, i razmotre mogucnosti za saradnju u novim projektima. Aktivnosti su dizajnirane da
promovisu vece ucesce ucenika u lokalnim i evropskim inisijativama i pojacaju saradnju na nivou EU. Posle
jutarnje sesije u€esnici su imali priliku da prisustvuju obilasku grada Ormoz, Zavi€ajnog muzeja Ptuj-Ormoz. Na
zahtev u€enika organizovali smo i posetu lokalnoj osnovnoj Skoli i vrticu.

Na kraju dana, odrzali smo interkulturalni kviz sa pitanjima u vezi sa stereotipovima partnerskih zemalja. Svaki
partner je pripremio pet pitanja na koje su u€esnici bili u obavezi da odgovore u toku samog kviza. Organizovani
su meSoviti timovi, svako je imao jednog u€esnika iz svoje organizacije. Kviz je dodatno doprineo povecéanju
ucesca ucesnika, interkulturalnog dijaloga, razumevanja, prevazilazenja stereotipa, i doprineti boljoj opustenoj
atmosferi.

Heperba, 19 1, Predstavnicima partnerskih organizacija izvrena je prezentacija evaluacije projekta kroz diskusiju.
U evaluaciji smo ocenili preformanse projekta i razgovoarali o daljim koracima u pravcu promocije solidarnosti,
volonterizma i interkulturalnog dijaloga.

Radionice
su organizovane kao priprema za radionice tradicionalnih suvenira, prezentacije svake pojedinacne organizacije,
klju€ne polazne osnove za panel diskusiju i formiranje pitanja za kviz.
